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This summer,  do not take a vacation from the Lord. . . 
take the Lord with you on vacation. 

Year of St. Paul ~ Be ever mindful of St. Paul, and 
at the very least his three feast days: 
·  June 29th  -- Apostles St. Peter and Paul 
·  November 16th -- Dedication of the Basilicas of 

Sts. Peter and Paul 
·  January 25th -- The Conversion of St. Paul 
Celebrate this year! Develop even more deeply a 
Pauline reverence for the Eucharist. After the 
miracle occurs at the Consecration of the Mass we 
say “the Great Amen”. We are saying this is truly 
the Body and Blood of Christ really present with us, 
now. Whether we say or sing the ‘Amen’, our 
reaction shown by our voice should shake the roof 
tops. Dear ones, do not mumble Amen or worse yet 
say nothing at all. This is Jesus! Do you believe it? 
Think about it. Would St. Paul die for a symbol? I 
think not. At reception of Communion, remember to 
bow deeply and with reverence. 

 You are not bowing to the priest. You are 
bowing to Christ. Your bow is the physical witness 
in knowing who you are receiving into your own 
body. Do you believe it? It is truly Jesus. ..Body, 
Blood, Soul and Divinity. Christ is present to us for 
approximately 20 minutes. Jesus is the closest He 
will be to us in those 20 minutes until we get to 
heaven. Do you believe it? Then say, Amen clearly 
and from the heart! 
 After receiving Jesus in Communion don’t 
waste time looking around, talking to others, 
playing with your hair, looking at your hands or 
nails. TALK TO JESUS! DON’T IGNORE HIM! YOU 
HAVE A PRIVATE AUDIENCE WITH THE SON OF 
GOD! Jesus has much to tell you. If this is difficult, 
ask Jesus to help your unbelief. The graces and gifts 
that come from fasting and receiving Jesus worthily, 
without sin, is monumental! The grace and blessing 
becomes our battle gear to take us into the day. 
Worthily, receive Jesus as often as it is possible. It 
will be your stairway to heaven. Reception of the 
Holy Eucharist will help you say, as St. Paul said in 
the 2nd letter to St. Timothy “. . .and the time of my 
departure is at hand. I have competed well; I have 
finished the race; I have kept the faith. From now 
on the crown of righteousness awaits me, which the 
Lord, the just judge will award to me on that day, 
and not only to me, but to all who have longed for 
his appearance.” Remember. . .Amen!  “I believe, it 
truly is Jesus.
