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Dear Folks,  
  
Today, as I write this letter, it is the feast 
of St. Lawrence.  The temperature of the 
day is expected to rise to 100 degrees 
and when they factor in the humidity it will 

be so hot that it will remind you where you don’t want to go…for the 
rest of eternity.  In the sacristy before Mass I mentioned to the altar 
boy, Daniel, that the feast of St. Lawrence was appropriate for the 
hot day.  Poor Lawrence, a deacon of Rome in the third century, was 
caught in the Valerian persecutions and burned alive on a grill.  Not 
sure he is the patron saint for those of  you who are connoisseurs of 
back yard grills but do remember the rather perverse humor of the 
Spaniards who credited the good deacon for telling his torturers to 
turn him over as he was done on the one side.  Nothing like a little 
saintly humor in the face of persecutions.   
  
Speaking of deacons, we have two men of the parish preparing for 
the permanent diaconate.  They are Don Libera and J.D. …..  both 
should be ordained  in a little over a year from now.  Let us please 
remember a daily Ave for them as we do for our two seminarians 
from the parish.  Eric Shaeffer is a theology student at Catholic 
University and Jeb Donelan is a theology student at the North 
American College in Rome.  Fr. Cozzi will represent the parish at the 
upcoming diaconate for Jeb. God bless them all with health, 
happiness, and holiness.   
  
This past Monday morning Don Libera drove me up to the Dominica 
Monastery, on the mountain above Hume, Virginia for the morning 
Mass. The building, like the mountain-scape that surrounds it, and 
good nuns who occupy it, is spectacular. Each Monday morning one 
of the priests of St. John the Evangelist is slated to offer Mass for the 
Nuns. If anyone, especially the young ladies of the parish, would like 
to join us you are more than welcome. We leave the rectory at 6:00 
AM. 
  
Not to be out done with the beauty of the liturgical moment Don also 
introduced me to one of the culinary delights of Warrenton.  We went 
to Chic-fil-A for breakfast.  Chic-Fil-A is one of the basic components 
of culture.  With it you find people, philosophies, and agendas that fill 
the air with the happy sounds of humanity, and all at 8:00 in the 
morning.  I asked the lady at the counter if she would recommend the 
restaurant and she said yes.  Than I asked if she would let her 
mother eat at the restaurant and she repeated her earlier response.   
With that I ordered up. Kids were bouncing around the indoor play 
ground; sweethearts bowing their heads in a moment of grace; some 
young adult writing on her laptop; and my Philadelphia friend, 
Vincent, entertaining Don and I with war stories.  Not a bad way to 
start the week.  
  
Speaking of meals, I attended the recent dinner sponsored by 
Knights of Columbus.  It followed the formal ceremony where the 
new council officers were sworn into office.  It had all the formalities 
of a military change of command.  Even the kitchen was decked out 
with three retired Marines as cooks and one Army to make sure they 
new how to heat up the stove so we wouldn’t be left to mystery meat 
tar tar.  To be sure, it was a great feast.   
  
 

In that dinner, the former grand Knight, Ed Cook, gave an account of 
the years activities of the council and not once did he take credit for a 
single project.  He named almost every Knight in the room for their 
actions in promoting the council projects in the parish and beyond.  
He gave them the accolades.  And quite a list was addressed by this 
outgoing grand knight.  He reminded me of the time I was in 
attendance of a Change of Command on the USS Roosevelt where 
Admiral Dick Dunleavy called out a wide assortment of names of 
those serving throughout the carrier from the lowest deck to the flight 
line and recognized them as the real heroes of the Navy. Like Ed 
Cook he never took credit for his duty on the ship.   It was one of the 
greatest talks I had ever heard… until Ed Cook’s.  Job well done.  
Many thanks to the Knights of Columbus for their heroic service to 
God in Church, our wonderful country, and most especially to St. 
John the Evangelist parish.  I heartily recommend any men of the 
parish who would like to join them.   
  
As a follow up note to that great feast with the knights I want you to 
know the Deputy Grand Night, for the Commonwealth of Virginia, Bill 
McCarthy, gave a very nice talk also and mentioned that the Knights 
of Columbus for the United States have committed to helping the 
suffering people of Haiti in their recent earthquake.  I was awed when 
he said everyone who lost an arm or leg in the tragedy would receive 
a prosthesis from the Knights.  Now that is heroic.  Well done. 
  
The folks from the town of Warrenton recently dropped me a note 
and mentioned they are putting a time capsule together and asked if 
the parish would like to put anything in it.  Please let me know if you 
might have some small, very small, token to but in the box.  I have 
reached out to our parish historian, Ann Casey, and asked for her 
help in the matter. Speaking of Ann Casey, she has written a book on 
the early days of the parish and is taking book orders.  If you would 
like to be the second to order, after myself, you need to make out a 
check for twenty five dollars to “Scribes Corner.”

Below is an 
excerpt: 
  
“This is a story of our parish, her beginnings, and her constancy of 
courage to stand before persecution and persevere.  It is our being 
human that graces and gives our greatest downfall and yet within our 
seeming tumbling loss, our gift lies in our greatest strength and hope 
of salvation in two small words; my parish.  The digging into our 
history reveals much of our character where, in the neglected 
beginnings, truths we hold dear can remain hidden away in the 
faraway romantic notions we prefer to cling to and believe to be 
valid.”
