Now is the time the parish bids adieu to

Not an easy task. As they go, let them take a few things that
demonstrate their Catholic identity. Please give them a crucifix or
rosary, a medal or holy card for a book marker, a catechism that
will assist them in the questions raised by non Catholic
roommates or dissident professors. And finally allow them a
special present to identify with their parents such as one of their
father's jackets or sweaters, their mothers scarf or perfume. Let
our young ones never forget their attachment to their Faith and
Family. We are proud of their accomplishments and hopeful for
their dreams. Let us pray for one another.

You know, it is not hard to see the depth of a parish’s Faith as
signified by how many steps her parishioners have to climb from
the back parking lot just to get to the door of the church. I just
can't imagine how you folks did it during this past winter time. A
second group of heroic parishioners can be found at the front
door of the church. They are the multitude that stand through the
heat and rain to promote the various programs of the parish.

On my second weekend in the parish | found our DRE, Mrs.
Sherin Murphy signing up students for the upcoming CCD
program. It was beastly hot, near the century mark, and she stood
through four Masses for the needs of our kids. Speaking of heroic,
one of the Knights of Columbus volunteered a tent to provide
shade for Sherin. Go figure, who travels with a tent. Gun racks
and trailer hitches but not tents.

Anyway, last weekend | found Mrs. Julie Royal in the rain
promoting the SCRIP program for the school. That was good
enough for me. | told her the rectory is going to use her program.
In the program you buy a card for one of the local grocery stores
and use if for your grocery bill. In its use a percentage of the
money is given to the parish school. If its worth one of our
mothers standing hours in the rain for the kids it is worth
promoting. Many thanks Julie, | am with you.

During my recent meeting with the parents of the school children
a mother asked me if the kids would receive Confirmation before
graduating from the eighth grade. | assured her they would. The
same plan is set for the current CCD students but will require an
extra year to rectify the program where all the eighth graders will
receive Confirmation together. Such corrections are easier done
when Confirmation takes place in the Spring but not so with the
Fall schedule as we have. Mrs. Murphy and the CCD faculty are
helping to correct that feature for the students in the coming year.

Speaking of modifications: Starting on September 7th | would like
to set a new Confession schedule for the parish. We will drop the
daily Confession schedule at 11:30 AM and set Confessions to

one half hour before all Weekend Masses to make the sacrament
available to a larger number of parishioners who attend the public
and parochial schools as well as their parents who work during
the week. We will keep the Wednesday night Confessions at 8:00
as well as Saturday morning at 9:00. The Saturday afternoon
Confessions will start at 4:00 and finish just before the 5:00 Mass
so that it will be more available to those coming to the evening
Mass. In a year's time, should we have another priest join us, we
will add an evening Mass each night during the week. And finally,
starting September 7th | would like to move the Noon Mass to
12:30 PM for reasons of traffic safety with our little ones in the
parish pre-school. It has been brought to my attention that in the
past there have been near misses of kids and cars coming for the
Noon Mass. We might even get the parents or patrol leaders to
help alleviate that threat. The modification of the Mass time will
also help with the scheduling of funerals that come during the
week.

Speaking of children, the other day | met one of the true
charismatic characters of the laity. His name is Dr. David Snyder
and he is a retired orthopedic surgeon from the area. He donated
half of his farm to an “Outward Bound” sort of program that serves
the benefit of young folks such as Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts, and
parish youth programs. It was quite a tour with the many sites for
a wide variety of youth projects. | asked him if they called the
place “Jurassic Park.”

The good doctor exudes enthusiasm for the apostolate for the
young and has enkindled in me the thought that now is the time to
talk about setting up a youth program for the parish. For those
parents who would be interested in a parish youth program that
incorporates the parochial school, public school, and home
school kids please meet me at the rectory on Friday September
10th at 7:00. The leadership of the parents, with each other, will
help to set the enthusiasm for the program. Again, let us pray for
one another.

John’s, who passed away suddenly this past week. | ask that you
pray for his wife and family as well.
