There is a bunch of
them in the program that hosts around five hundred
students. That is a lot of kids. Fr. Cozzi and | are
getting ready for the high school classes. It should be a
lot of fun as every class brings with it a certain
personality with insights on life and the world in general.
One of the great benefits about teaching is you get a
chance to see young ones rise to the challenges of the
future. High School religious ed hits the topics where
the rubber meets the road for the challenges to our Faith
in both apologetics and morals. It is a great time to be
alive for all believers. After all the moral challenges that
lie ahead of them involve serious ethical questions such
as prolonging the life of their parents or pulling the plug
to safeguard the inheritance. Yes we do live in
interesting times.

That said, it has come to my attention that there are over
four hundred registered kids in the parish who are not in
any Religious Ed program such as those home
schooled, in the CCD program, or in a Catholic
grammar/high school.

our families. Seems some folks assume they can pull
the young ones out of the religious programs after First
Communion and come back for Confirmation only to
leave after that sacrament is received. | am happy to
say... those days are over. Not sure how we are going
to respond to such personal and tragic choices among
our families. But several responses most likely will be
given. One such response | am sure of is that
Confirmation candidates will have a two year program
before the sacrament is received. That said, | strongly
encourage all who have young ones outside of the
religious programs of home school, CCD, or Catholic
grammar/high schools to align your children in one of
those programs. It all makes sense, from the Baltimore
Catechism: God made us to know Him, love Him, and
serve Him. You can’t serve one you don’t love and you
can’t love one you don’t know. Better said, such parents
should just look upon those sweet young rebellious eyes
that look like theirs and a voice that shout like theirs and
wonder which one is going pull the plug without calling a
priest to anoint them. But, once again, | digress.

On a happier note | would like to form a Parish Welcome
Committee to reach out to the new parishioners. So
often the folks show up and the best they get is a letter
from the foolish pastor on how they can get envelopes or
give to “Faith Direct.” Shucks, it might be better to let
them meet the various committees who will invite them
to jump on board the life of the parish.
