 Dear Folks, 
 
In the thirteenth century St. Thomas 
Aquinas utilized the writings of Aristotle in 
addressing the intellectual threats from 
the Islamic world. Aristotelianism was the 

tool of intellectuals entering Europe from the Middle East and North 
Africa. Thomas addressed the four cardinal virtues by way of the 
insights of the great Socrates.  Among the four he referred to the 
three facets of Prudence. The man who is prudent is docile, has a 
memory that is faithful, and offers the ability to make an immediate 
judgment. No great surprise for all the Prince Charming of the parish. 
After all what did you do when you first met your future in-laws? 
Nothing. You most likely just watched and listened. What did they like 
for creature comforts, how did they treat each other or their children. 
Oh, of course, don’t leave out politics and religion.  Docility 
complimented with a memory that is faithful gives clarity to risks and 
hopes in the various decisions of life. 
  

When the great Robert E. Lee went to the battle of Antietam he 
displayed a great command of the virtue of prudence in setting the 
logistics for the battle scene. Upon arrival to the area of the battle 
field he immediately called for the location of his cavalry, canons, and 
army. Countless times he proved that prudence is one of the great 
pillars in the logistics of war.   
  

Why “logistics” you say?  Why not use the term “strategies?” Simply, 
strategies are for amateurs. They set a hope or desire for the future. 
Logistics are for professionals because they set the parameters that 
make the future hope become a reality. Any number of good, 
wholesome, and sometimes holy parents, want the best for their kids 
and set strategies as priorities for their academic, social, and athletic 
interests and activities. Nonetheless, despite all their good intentions 
the parents can be a little lean on the logistics of parameters for the 
sacramental development of the next generation. This is well 
displayed in the young who are raised without benefit of religious 
education or devotional practice at home. They may be the best of 
students and marvelous athletes in the secular order but have the 
depth of a saucer when it comes to personal judgment of vices and 
virtues taught in the sacramental life of the Church.   
  

Such cases  may not seem to be a  family concern for today but it will 
most likely come back to haunt the good,  wholesome, and 
sometimes holy parents when they find themselves raising their 
grandchildren, victims of nominal commitments and failed marriages. 
Prudence, in all its parts, and Logistics are important in the promotion 
of family life. It is not too late to reconnect the kids with the CCD 
program, start the family prayers at home each night before bedtime, 
and bring the hope of the future families to Mass and Confession. Let 
us pray for one another.  
  

As the Sacrament of Confirmation nears the students to be confirmed 
will meet with the priests to see if they are ready for the big day. 
Now, everyone should relax. I am going to give the topics from the 
religion clock found in this letter. In addition I will ask the kids to say 
the “Act of Contrition” and say something about the name of saint 
they selected for Confirmation. Not so bad. Now the interesting part: I 
will ask the parents to say the “Act of Contrition” as well. Yes, little 
Virginia, right in front of their kids. More folks avoid the “box” for 
Confession because they can’t remember the darn act of contrition. 
Good luck. Look forward to seeing parents and students.
