e s Tis the season of Halloween where fun and fancy in the secular world may well eclipse the religious

i dimensions of what the day meant centuries ago. The celebrated day of ghosts and goblins dates to the times

- of the ancient Druids whose gods filled the trees of the Northern European landscapes? At harvest time they

feared the unleashing of the demons would come to torment them in their homes so they would offer pastries on their door steps to

offset them and to avoid open hostility from such demons, they would dress as the demons so they would not be recognized as mere
humans.

The Druids celebrated a religion that as more than agrarian but held among their sophisticated members from the settlements/towns.
The outstanding feature of their culture was not their religion but their sense of law. There were the bearers of a system that would
later come out be identified as English Common Law, the forbearer of our own legal system in America. One of the noteworthy
features of the law was the notion of “Precedence.” Such a system had to honor the dignity of all members of the class as each could
be used as a model in legal arguments.

The notion of Roman law, from the great empire, fighting the Druids in the ancient world, focused on “Principle” rather than
“Precedence” as it appealed to the gods rather than human counterparts. The Roman law would very much play out in the features of
Church Law. Hence as Catholics we are called to stand against the immoral legislations in America because of principles, such as the
dignity of human life. Where the secular law allows one to snuff out a pre-born child or a comatose loved one via some palliative care
programs we must oppose it with all our hearts, minds, and souls and promote a society that promotes the dignity of human life.

It reminds me of the movie, “Judgment at Nuremburg,” when principles mattered with the American judges in the trial involving Franz
Schlegelberger. Please note the movie -- again, based only loosely on the prosecution of Schlegelberger -- ends with the witness
named Janning and the American jurist, Dan Haywood, having a friendly conversation in Janning's prison cell.

Janning: The reason | asked you to come: Those people, those millions of people [Jews, and others perhaps, murdered by the Hitler
regime], | never knew it would come to that. You must believe it!

Judge Dan Haywood: Herr Janning, it came to that the first time you sentenced a man to death you knew to be innocent.

| am not sure the American litigators today would be capable of participating in such trials today with our more advanced system of
precedence in medical bioethics where we are becoming very much like the ones we despised so few decades ago. But | digress.

Now, the trivia of the day. The Romans utilized the Druids in their own legal systems because of the Druid intellectuals with their
propensity for law. Such Druidical guides could well have made it to the distant parts of the Roman Empire, including Palestine. One
can only surmise the possibility that like Americans celebrating the Fourth of July in the Philippines some of those interesting Druids
may have celebrated some form of their religion in the regions where Christ lived. Possible, yes, but not likely. Such questions when
one is left to wander through the vagaries of historical possibilities.

What is left to the history books is that the early Christians initiated holy days to offset, and overwhelm their pagan counterparts in
Rome, with the dating of Christmas over a pagan feast day; and in northern Europe with the dating of All Saints Day over the demon
feast of the Druids. This week the kids of the school will join us at the 8:30 Mass in their Saints Costumes celebrating the coming of Al
Saints. In closing, as the Feast of All Saints will not be honored because it is on Monday, so close to Sunday, all are encouraged to
join us for Mass to honor the Saints. The following day is the Feast of All Souls where we pray for our deceased relatives and friends.
Let us pray for one another.
