She
later graduated from Thomas Aquinas College in Orange, California
before entering the convent with the Sister of Mary Mother of the
Eucharist in Ann Arbor, Michigan. Currently she is teaching the third
grade in a Catholic grammar school in Ave Maria, Florida. There is
something to be said for nepotism once in a while. The letter gives
some insight on life a religious not found in books and newspapers.
Her letters often sound like a religious rendition of an old TV show
called, "Please Don't Eat the Daisies." Hope you enjoy it.

“Dear Uncle Father Jim,

How do you like your new parish? Are you enjoying having a school?
How big is it? | have been meaning to write you to suggest that you
ask for sisters to come in the summer to teach vacation Bible School.
Does your parish already offer something like that? For one week
every June, we send out pairs of sister to random parishes all over

the United States. You can just contact Sr. Joseph Andrew yourself.
There will probably be about 40 sisters doing it this summer.
However, you should request sisters soon, before all the slots get
filled up.

| heard you are having hip replacement surgery on September 28t.
That is a good day for surgery, since it is the feast of multiple
martyrs. You get St. Wenceslaus (murdered by his own twin brother
on the church steps!) Plus St. Lawrence Ruiz and Companions
(which we celebrate as Dominican saints.) | will be praying for your
speedy recovery and will enlist the other sisters, too. However, | am
sure you will be spoiled by Grandma...

As you know, | spent my summer at grad school in Mississippi. | liked
the South; everyone was very gracious and easy-going. We would go
to the cafeteria in the morning, and the cafeteria ladies would ask us,
"how your percolatin' this morning?' Or, "Is God blessin' you this
mornin'? He sure is blessin' me!" However, we were not laid back.
We did nothing but sleep, eat, pray, and study (although it was all
lots of fun because we were doing it together.)

The South is in some ways a different world. Three out of my five
professors even brought up absolute truth during class, and they
were all against relativism! It was refreshing after attending a public
university in Michigan, where professors are likely to be fired for
mentioning Christianity in a positive light. Also, we were probably the
only habited nuns in the state of Mississippi, so we got a lot of looks
and comments. | was walking back from the library one day, and a
truck pulled up. A girl college student leaned out the window calling
out, "Are yall a real nun?" When | assured her that | was, she
exclaimed, "I've never seen a real nun before. Can | hug you?" She
got out of her truck and hugged me, but then she had to go because
another car pulled up behind her. (That's at least the third hug | was
asked to give!)

| am now back in Ave Maria, teaching third grade for the third year in
a row. It is great being in the same place multiple years. | actually
can see that | am getting better as a teacher, since | don't have to
spend time learning the curriculum and routines at a new school.
Despite my lack of deep interest in invertebrates, | am once again in
a class of budding scientists. We are currently raising a preying
mantis and a bowlful of tadpoles.

Here is a quote for you:
3rd Grader: "Sisters are lucky. They don't commit any sins." (I
enlightened her.)

On the third day of school | lost a child. We came back from morning
recess, and found young Francis was missing. | sent a boy to check
the bathroom. No Francis, | called the school secretary to go and
search. She couldn't find him. Finally | sent a child to talk to Dr.
Guernsey, our principal. He should up five minutes later, smiling, with
Francis in tow. Where was he? In the chapel (where he thought we
were going to go after recess)!

God bless you, Uncle Father Jim? | pray for you every day. Please
keep me in your own prayers. Love, Sr. Mary Margaret, OP”
