- Though this letter will be published on the weekend of Christmas, I write this section on Wednesday

i 'é night December 15" having just returned from the parish pre-school 2010 Christmas program. The
vl kids were spectacular. In fact, just watching them brought many of us adults back to our own
childhood. I can remember being a second grader in the Christmas Pageant. It was 1962 and I was a tin soldier, among
many other characters singing the theme of “Babes in Toyland.” A very popular movie released a year earlier.

The St. John’s pre-school program was every bit what I expected, and more. God love the parents who survived the trip
home on the 66/29 corridor to join in the audience. Some of the poor parents looked absolutely exhausted and yet they
were there. Iam not sure who was more nervous the kids or the parents/grandparents. I liked the many kids in their sort
of choreographed dishevelment singing their hearts, if not their lungs, out. There is always a yodeler in the crowd. In one
song arms were flailing this way and that among all but the one at the end of the line standing with his hands in his
pockets. He looked like a young man waiting for the next bus out of town. In one instance one of the girls with swinging
arms smacked the kid next to her with a wild chop. Though I expected blood from the nose of the other she kept right on
singing away. A pre-K rendition of the “Show must go on.” Another kid stopped mid sentence and mid stride in the
singing of Jingle bells to wave at his grandmother with the camera. I thought the kids were pretty good until I noticed the
heads of several teachers bobbing out from behind the curtains singing along with the kids. In the close of the show the
kids sang, “We wish you a merry Christmas.” And the families that filled the audience sang the same back to the little
munchkins. It was a wonderful start for the final week before Christmas.

Many thanks to the unsung heroes of the Angel Tree in the back of the Church. You know who you are. And God knows
who you are for buying and wrapping presents for the kids in families in need. You may not realize it but this was a very
unique year for the type of presents requested. Oh there were a bunch of bicycles to be sure but unlike past years where
eighty percent of the gifts were toys this year eighty percent were clothes. Despite what has been said about an improving
economy many, many folks, including our own, are prioritizing for their needs rather than their wants. Well done good
and faithful servants of God. May your Christmas be happy, healthy and holy.

During my days at the Cathedral in the last century I recall the highlight for Christmas was the singing of “Silent Night,”
after Communion at Midnight Mass. The rush of the season preparations had dominated the attention of so many that the
theme of Advent was lost from the attention of most. In the quiet moments of the post Communion, the silence that
preceded the singing of Silent Night was almost deafening. Then a single voice was followed by the voices of people who
never sing and would never think of singing. And with tears in the eyes of a good many we were at the Stable of
Bethlehem once again. A throw back to the simpler times of our childhood.

That said, on behalf of Fr. Cozzi, Fr. Martinez, the entire parish staff, and myself I wish you a Merry Christmas this day.
It is a time of reflection where we might see ourselves as simple folks offering our daily duties such as the shepherds or,
maybe, we are like the Wise men with their gifts. We might also set our star along the model of the angels proclaiming
Hosanna to God in the highest. In the first instance we offer to the Lord a gift from our substance. In the second we offer
from our surplus. In the third, like the angels we lift our hearts and voices to the one who gives meaning to our lives. It is
not a case of what we have or don’t have but what we do in presenting ourselves to the Christ Child.

Because of the Christ Child this day is like no other during the year. Let this be a day where the spouses who have fallen
to anger or frustrations may in humility rekindle in themselves a spark of the love that drew them together. Let this be a
day when parents can speak to their kids and kids respond to their parents. Let this be the day when racism is put asunder
and dignity and honor be heralded as gifts by right rather than privilege. Let this be a day when indifference in our
religious devotions and obligations to religious instruction is cast aside for a new zeal for piety and devotion. Let this be a
day when the foolish of the world are released from the bondage of arrogance that provides a false standard of security
and friendship. Let this be a day where those in the industries of death, and the politics that promote them, may withdraw
from the deceptions and deviations where a vice looks like a virtue and a virtue looks like a vice. Because of the Christ
Child life can change and does change if we allow it. May the Light of Christmas, rooted in your Faith, reign upon your
homes, among your families and friends. Because of the Christ Child, hope comes to the lives of one and all. Let us pray
for one another. Feliz Navidad.
