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We have been discussing the notion of mission and the sacrament 
of Confirmation.  Through this sacrament we receive a fuller 
outpouring of the Holy Spirit and are given a share in the divine 
missions of God the Son and God the Holy Spirit (i.e., salvation 
and sanctification, respectively).  Theologians would say that the 
Holy Spirit further characterizes the soul in such a way that it 
receives powers or qualities to receive and live out a mission 
within the Church.  Another word for mission is vocation.  The 
Church tells us there are different vocations we might be called to.  
Most of us are called to the vocation of marriage, which in my 
opinion is probably the most difficult.  Then there is the vocation to 
the permanent diaconate, the priesthood, the religious life as a 
brother or sister in a religious order, and finally, the vocation to the 
single life.  Many of these vocations intersect (marriage and 
permanent diaconate, priesthood and religious life, priesthood and 
the single life), while some do not (priesthood and marriage, for the 
most part).  Regardless of what vocation we are called to, there is 
a more fundamental call to holiness that the Second Vatican 
Council speaks about.  This is an important point, for regardless of 
the way the Holy Spirit has called us to sanctify the world around 
us, we first need to be sanctified.  We must first seek out holiness 
if we are going to be effective instruments through which the divine 
missions are carried out in the world around us.
