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Let us continue our investigation into Old Testament types which 
prefigure the Eucharist.  Clearly, one of the most important 
foreshadowings involves the miraculous story of the manna (Exodus 
16 and Deuteronomy 8:2-3).  The chosen people have left Egypt and 
are in the Sinai desert.  Naturally they are hungry and complain that 
there is no food.  In response to Moses’ entreaties, God feeds his 
people in a marvelous way with manna.  In the book of Deuteronomy, 
God intends the manna to have a moral significance.  It is not just for 
bodily nourishment, but is a sign of God’s covenantal agreement.  
God keeps his side of the bargain.  It is meant to signify God’s giving 
of himself and revealing himself to man.  In particular, it reveals that 
man’s physical encounter with God touches the soul and leads to a 
communion with God.  We therefore see that God develops a 
communion with us according to our nature.  This clearly prefigures 
the Eucharist, which Our Lord describes as the true manna from 
heaven.  The sacramental signs of bread and wine imply 
nourishment, yet the real nourishment occurs on the spiritual level.  
We believe that the Eucharist increases within us God’s gift of 
sanctifying grace (his divine life within us).  The Eucharist also gives 
us many actual graces – similar to “a shot in the arm”, enabling us to 
avoid sin and temptation and live according to God’s will.  We can 
think of computer software in order to understand the different types 
of grace that we receive.  The gift of sanctifying grace received at 
Baptism would be like downloading software for the first time, then 
the sacraments of Confirmation and Holy Orders would be similar to 
firmware updates (think of a service pack) which enables the 
operating system to do more.  Actual graces, on the other hand, are 
similar to security updates or small updates that help to make a 
program run smoother.
